GREENVALE TOWNSHIP CITIZENS DECIDE TO RELOCATE TOWN HALL

Last night (7-24-07) at a re-convened annual meeting of Greenvale Township, the citizens in attendance voted overwhelmingly to go ahead with the process to relocate the town hall.  The process has been underway since 2005 to explore possible sites and secure land.  The present town hall located on Dakota County Road 23 is a small, retired country school house situated on a small plot of land.  With no bathroom facilities, small gathering space and safety concerns in mind, the Greenvale Town Board commissioned a group of five volunteer citizens to come up with a new location and a possible building concept.  The volunteer group led by Wayne Peterson presented the need to relocate, possible new site, and some ideas on what type of building might serve the growing township.  The citizens considered the costs for a property owner of an average home in Greenvale Township to complete the relocation process at approximately $90 per year for ten years.  After some discussion, Presider Ben Boyum called for the vote.  Of the 35 citizens present at the time of voting, 29 voted in favor of the resolution.  
The topic then turned to establishing a budget for the project.  The relocation study group had done its work and had preliminary cost estimates prepared.  The citizens approved a budget of $250,000 to secure land, install water and septic systems and construct a new town hall.  It is anticipated that construction may begin as soon as the crop growing on the potential site is harvested this fall.
